the combination of a stationary front and a sefi@geather disturbances coming out of
the southwest U.S. resulted in intense thunderstaanoss the state commencing May
14, 2008 and continuing through May 15, 2008;

as a result of this weather system, many ared®e@tate have experienced flash
flooding, torrential rainfall, damaging winds andrrtadoes prompting the
issuance of emergency declarations in the parigife€€addo, Bossier,
Tangipahoa, Washington, West Baton Rouge, EasblCdrivingston and St.
Martin;

resources from the Louisiana National Guard haea bemmitted since May 14,
2008, to some parishes in order to prevent thedbbfe and the destruction of
property, while other parishes have requested tioglssupport from the
Governor’'s Office of Homeland Security and Emergeeeparedness; and

a declaration of a state of emergency is necedsaajlow state agencies to
thoroughly prepare for any eventuality and to alfederal agencies and federal
resources to be deployed if necessary;

Pursuant to the Louisiana Homeland Security andrgemey Assistance and
Disaster Act, R.S. 29:72&t seq, a state of emergency is declared to exist for th
State of Louisiana as a result of the flash flommtipcing torrential rainfall, large
hail, damaging straight line winds, and tornadoesia flooding and wind
damage threatening the lives and property of ttizecis of the State.

Pursuantto R.S. 29:7, the Louisiana National Gwalneth was ordered into state
active service on May 14, 2008, is hereby diretiambntinue in active service of
the state in order to assist civil authorities ioulsiana and provide such
personnel and equipment necessary to protect tizeres and property of the
State of Louisiana from the danger of flooding argh wind conditions.

The Director of the Governor’s Office of Homelandc8rity and Emergency
Preparedness is hereby authorized to undertakaciwty authorized by law
which he deems necessary and appropriate in resporisis declaration.
